This is to confirm our informal Notice of Intent to seek emergency relief funding conveyed by telephone (email) to Ms. Dorothy Germain on May 25,2003, by Mr. or Ms. Coordinator. Heavy rains and flooding began on May 15, 2003, through about May 26, causing damage to public roads on Wheeler National Wildlife Refuge in Morgan and Limestone Counties, Alabama. On May 20, President Bush declared Morgan, Madison and Limestone Counties, Alabama along with twenty-nine other counties, a major disaster.

This is our formal Notice of Intent to apply for emergency relief funds to assist with the needed repairs and reconstruction under provisions of Title 23, U.S.C. Section 125. Our preliminary cost estimate of damage to these public roads is approximately $ 200,000.
