Description

428.01  This work consists of repairing asphalt concrete pavement.

Material

428.02  Conform to the following Sections and Subsections:

Construction Requirements

428.03  General.  Saw cut and remove existing asphalt concrete pavement according to Section 203 or mill existing asphalt concrete pavement according to Section 413.  Remove unsuitable material according to Section 204 to the depth shown on the plans or as directed by the CO.  Place aggregate according to Section 308(verify aggregate type required (301 or 308) and match material shown in 428.02).  Place asphalt concrete pavement according to Section 404(verify asphalt type required (401, 402, 403, or 404) and match material shown in 428.02).

Full depth, asphalt pavement patches are designated as follows: (verify details and typical sections and match type(s) described below; it is not necessary to delete types not used on project)
(a)  Type 1 (FDP-1).  Partial depth removal of the existing asphalt pavement to the depth shown on the plans.

(b)  Type 2 (FDP-2).  Full depth removal of the existing asphalt pavement to the underlying material.
(c)  Type 3 (FDP-3).  Full depth removal of the existing asphalt pavement and the removal of the underlying material to the depth shown on the plans.
(d)  Type 4 (FDP-4).  Full depth removal of the existing asphalt pavement, the removal of the underlying material to the depth shown on the plans, and the installation of geotextile fabric.
(e)  Type 5 (FDP-5).  Full depth removal of the existing asphalt pavement, the removal of the underlying material to the depth shown on the plans, and the installation of underdrain.
428.04  Personnel.  Provide personnel experienced in the asphalt pavement restoration techniques required under the anticipated conditions.  Demonstrate to the satisfaction of the CO the techniques and equipment to be used and submit documentation of projects on which this type of work has been performed at the preconstruction conference.
428.05  Equipment.  Use equipment and tools designed and built to perform the work and obtain approval from the CO for their use.

428.06  Patching.  Perform the following work as required by the designated asphalt pavement patch type:

(a)  Patch areas.  Extend the repair area 1 foot beyond the distressed area.  Extend the patch limit to the pavement edge if patch cuts are within 2 feet of the pavement edge.  Obtain approval for all patch areas before removal.

(b)  Pavement removal.  Saw cut to the depth required for each patch with one pass around the perimeter of the patch area.  Make saw cuts perpendicular to the roadway surface and at right angles to each other.  If a milling machine is used, mill to the depth required with one pass.  Remove the pavement.  For all asphalt pavement patch types except Type 1, expose the underlying material.

(c)  Undercut.  For all asphalt pavement patch types except Type 1, remove the underlying material to provide the total patch depth shown in the plans or as directed by the CO for the full area of the patch.  When required, install geotextile or underdrain according to the following:
(1)  Geotextile.  Prepare the surface on which the geotextile is to be placed and install geotextile according to Section 207.

(2)  Underdrain.  Prepare the patch area and install underdrain according to Section 605.

(d)  Backfilling.  For all asphalt pavement patch types except Type 1, backfill the patch area with aggregate to the designated depth and thickness.  Apply tack coat to all asphalt concrete surfaces within the patch area in accordance with Section 412.  Place asphalt so that the patched surface matches the same grade as the adjacent surface.  Seal all surface joints of the patch according to Section 414.

428.07  Acceptance.  Material for asphalt concrete pavement repairs will be evaluated under Subsections 106.02 and 106.03.

Construction of the asphalt concrete pavement repairs will be evaluated under Subsections 106.02 and 106.04.

Sawcutting and removal of asphalt concrete pavement will be evaluated under Section 203.

Roadway excavation will be evaluated under Section 204.

Earthwork geotextile will be evaluated under Section 207.

Aggregate will be evaluated under Section 308(verify aggregate type required (301 or 308) to match material in 428.02 and 428.03).
Asphalt concrete pavement will be evaluated under Section 404(verify asphalt type required (401, 402, 403, or 404) to match material in 428.02 and 428.03).
Tack coat will be evaluated under Section 412.

Milling of asphalt concrete pavement will be evaluated under Section 413.

Joint sealant will be evaluated under Section 414.
Measurement

428.08  Measure the Section 428 items listed in the bid schedule according to Subsection 109.02.

Payment

428.09  The accepted quantities will be paid at the contract price per unit of measurement for the Section 428 pay items listed in the bid schedule.  Payment will be full compensation for the work prescribed in this Section.  See Subsection 109.05.
